With a population of more than  ve million, the city of Madrid 
has undergone spectacular business and  nancial growth in 
the last 30 years, which has turned it into one of the most 
booming, dynamic and attractive cities in Europe. 

The urban development of Madrid’s Business District has 
been taking shape in the north of the city. Large national and 
international companies have moved their of ces from the 
traditional commercial and business centres around Gran 
Vía, Alcalá and Recoletos to locate them along Paseo de la 
Castellana, always using the north as a reference point. 

Indeed, Paseo de la Castellana runs through Madrid like a 
trail left by a time machine. The city has developed in keeping 
with the evolution of this north-running artery, its backbone 
and true  nancial heart, taking over land and completing mi-
lestones as the years pass: Atocha, Paseo del Prado, Reco-
letos, Nuevos Ministerios, AZCA, Puerta de Europa…

Now, in the 21st century and in keeping with the trend, Paseo 
de la Castellana sees the birth of a new Business District in 
Madrid, a strategic centre that is a national reference point for 
the world of  nance and business. A move that will con rm 
Madrid as the “Capital of Southern Europe”. 

“Cuatro Torres” is born



Cuatro Torres is home to four emblematic buildings that are 
to be among the 10 highest in Europe: The new corporate 
headquarters of Repsol YPF, Torre SyV, Torre de Cristal and 
Torre Espacio. Next to them, the city’s new Exhibition and 
Conference Centre is to be built. All together, they constitute 
the largest architectural project under way in Europe.

This new complex is to become the main business referen-
ce point for Paseo de la Castellana, the nerve centre for big 
business in Madrid. A new business and  nance lung that 
responds to the need to create new top-rate of ce space in 
the best location. 

A full transport network will contribute to guaranteeing perfect 
connections. In short, it also represents a before and after in 
Madrid’s urban development. 

The four buildings stand on a rectangular area parallel to Pa-
seo de la Castellana, covering 69,500 square meters stret-
ching along 430 meters of the avenue itself.
